From the Desk of Bernie Fried

	 At the beginning of 
Parashat Vayera in the 
Book of Genesis, we read 
about God’s encounter with 
Abraham. The text reads: 
“God appeared to him by 

the terebinth trees in Mamre; he was 
sitting at the entrance of the tent as 
the day grew hot.”
	 This is the only time when God 
appears to a human character without 
saying anything. All God does is show 
up. It is unclear from the Torah itself 
why God decided to just show up 
to see Abraham. Our sages teach us 
that Abraham is recovering from his 
circumcision and God is visiting him 
in his convalescence. In other words, 
God is doing the mitzvah of bikkur 
holim – “visiting the sick.”
	 It is unclear why God doesn’t say 
anything. Could it be that God – like 
us – is at a loss for words? After all, it 
is often times uncomfortable to visit 
someone who is ill. They don't feel 

well. They are often not looking their 
best. Sometimes conversation is physi-
cally difficult for them. Also, it is hard 
to think of what to talk about with 
someone whom you know is suffering.
	 God’s presence in this scene is not 
because God can’t think of something 
to say. Rather, it is to teach all of us 
that we don’t need to have something 
to say. Our physical presence is the 
point of the visit. To do the mitzvah of 
bikkur holim, literally, all we need to 
do is show our face.
	 We are blessed at our Congregation 
to have an amazing Chesed Commit-
tee that visits people in the hospital. 
Also, Jewish Family Services has a 
team of trained Spiritual Care volun-
teers who visit community members 
at hospitals throughout the Kansas 
City area. If you would like to have a 
significant impact on people’s lives, I 
encourage you to email me at dglick-
man@bethshalomkc.org.
	 Also, if you have a friend or a family 
member who is ill, please know that 

you can contact the synagogue and let 
us know who is in the hospital. We try 
our best to visit people in the hospital, 
and we also can include their name in 
our misheberach list. The misheber-
ach is a prayer that we say during the 
Torah service asking for God to heal 
the soul as well as the body. In both 
our Shabbat service and our weekday 
Torah readings, we include a reading 
of these names. Unlike many decades 
ago, we do not get lists of patients di-
rectly from hospitals, so we are reliant 
on the consideration of our members 
to call us.
	 As we leave Thanksgiving and look 
toward Hanukkah and the secular new 
year, it is easy to get lost in our own 
celebrations. For families that have 
members struggling with illness, this 
can be a time of loneliness and isola-
tion. That extra phone call, card or 
visit can go a very 
long way.

Compassion in Action

	 Contrary to popular 
belief and regardless of 
your age, you aren’t old 
when your hair turns grey, 
you sign up for Medicare 
or Uncle Sam begins to 
send you Social Security 

checks. No, you are just aging. Old is 
a state of mind; aging is a measure of 
our chronological years. As we age, we 
may observe changes in our health or 
physical condition. But, you aren’t old 
until you stop learning.
	 We all have to age, but we don’t 
have to grow old. The best prescrip-
tion to ensure we don’t grow old is to 
become a lifelong learner. We should 
never stop learning. We should take 

classes, read and find new topics to 
explore. 
	 Lifelong learning is critical to 
maintaining our knowledge base 
and keeping us young. For those of 
us still in the workforce, it keeps us 
competitive and employable in the 
fast-moving world we live in. We all 
need to upgrade our skills. We all need 
to develop our talents. We all need to 
learn from each other. Whether you 
are a millennial, a baby boomer, or 
anywhere in between, you never want 
to stop learning. You never can afford 
to stop learning.
	 For those of us who are no longer in 
the workforce, it is even more impor-
tant for us to continue to learn. Read 

a book. Join a book club. Volunteer to 
help better the lives of others. Register 
for a Peltzman or Melton course, take 
a class at a local community college, 
see what classes the Jewish Commu-
nity Center is offering. 
	 In the words of Henry Ford, found-
er of the Ford Motor Company, “Any-
one who stops learning is old, whether 
at twenty or eighty. Anyone who keeps 
learning stays young”. 
	 Let’s all stay young. We all age, but 
we don’t have to get old. Never allow 
yourself to become old. Commit your-
self to staying young forever. Commit 
yourself to the continuous acquisition 
of knowledge. Commit yourself to be 
a lifelong learner.
